BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED  that Resolution 10-107 is hereby rescinded,
AND FURTHER THAT, a non-township user fee be set at $200.00 per participant in minor sports, with the exception of the CanSkate program for which the fee shall be $10.00 per child, said fees to be offset by any amount contributed by a neighboring municipality.

AND FURTHER THAT, the ice rental rates for 2010 be set at $140.00 for adult sports and $90.00 for minor sports, plus HST.
