 There is NO OVERNIGHT Parking allowed on any 
street or road in the      
Township of Bonnechere 
Valley between the hours of 
12:00 am to 7:00 am from 
the 29th of November to the 
31st of March.  Vehicles 
found parked during that 
time will be   ticketed or if 
they are interfering with  
Municipal Snow Removal operations will be towed. 

 Do not push snow across roads and streets; not 
only is this a safety hazard, it is against the law to 
deposit snow on the roadway.  

A public meeting to inform the public of the proposed  
zoning amendment will be held on Tuesday, February 16, 
2021 via zoom conferencing at 3:30 p.m. 
 
The By-law affects all lands within the Township of 
Bonnechere Valley. The purpose and effect of this          
application is to update the existing definitions for trailers 
and recreational vehicles.  In addition the proposed zoning 
amendment would change the land use provisions of the 
Limited Service Residential – Exception One (LSR-E1),    
Limited Service Residential – Exception Two (LSR-E2), Rural 
Residential (RR), Rural (RU) and Residential Four (R4) Zones 
to permit a trailer/recreational vehicle to be used for          
accommodation. 
 
If a person or public body does not make oral submissions 
at a public meeting or make written submissions to the 
Township of Bonnechere Valley before the by-law is 
passed, by the Township, the 
person or public body is not 
entitled to appeal the        
decision of the Township of 
Bonnechere Valley, to the 
Local Planning Appeal       
Tribunal.

NOTICE TO VILLAGE RESIDENTS 

The 2021 Water & Sewer budget was accepted as    
presented, with a 1.5% increase to the monthly water 
& sewer bills effective January 1, 2021. 

As the weather gets colder, exercise and mental health 
remain a priority.
